
– it’s great for the farm, the 
staff, our partners in the colt 
and of course the sale,”  

said Mark. 
 
With 14 yearlings sold under 
the Haunui banner in the  

Premier Sale, the farm aver-
aged $223, 393, almost 
$70,000 above the Premier 
Sale average. “Whilst it is 

always good to have that high 
priced individual in a draft, it 
is obviously important that we 
achieve good results across 
the board,” said Mark.  

“Nine of the draft sold for six 
figure sums with two of our 
fillies selling particularly well 
– the Dubai Destination filly 
out of Mofajah who sold for 
$440,000 to Bruce Perry on 
behalf of Sam Kelt and the 
Stravinsky filly out of Fayre-

Karaka 2007 was completed 
in early February with the 
final session of yearlings sell-
ing at New Zealand Blood-
stock’s sales complex and 
with the final fall of the 
hammer, came record results 
for the yearling sales series –
a significant result for the 
New Zealand industry. 
 

Haunui Farm sold 26 year-
lings throughout the New 
Zealand Yearling Sales Series 
and with 20 different stal-
lions represented in the 
draft, there was a horse to 
suit any buyers’ taste and 
budget.  

The highlight of the sale was 
undoubtedly the equal sec-
ond top price recorded by 
Lot 267, the Redoute’s 
Choice colt out of Mascara  
who has been featured a 
number of times in the 
Haunui newsletter.  

Knocked down to the bid of 
Australian trainer Peter 
Moody, he sold for $1.3 mil-
lion to become the highest 
priced yearling ever sold at 
auction by Haunui Farm.  

“It is every vendor’s dream 
to offer a yearling at a sale 
that has the potential to 
make a million dollars,” said 
Mark Chitty of Haunui Farm. 

 “It was well known that we 
purchased this colt as a 
weanling and paid a lot of 
money for him so the pres-
sure was on to make that 
magical one million mark,” 
he said. “We knew the inter-
est was there it was just a 
matter of how much he 
would make and to crack the 
million was just a huge thrill

form who was purchased by 
Graeme Rogerson for $240,000 – 
and those results are equally as 
p l e a s i n g , ”  h e  s a i d . 
 
The past three seasons have 
been very successful on the 
track for Haunui graduates with 
four Group One winners over 
the last 18 months not to  

mention a total of 37 stakes 

performers.  

 

“I am convinced these kinds of 
results give buyers the confi-
dence to purchase yearlings 
that have been through a 
Haunui preparation and I’m 
sure that among the 26 year-
lings that we sold last week, 
there will be more stakes per-
formers to add to our honours 
board,” said Mark.

Among the yearlings offered 
by Haunui at Karaka 2007 
were the first crop by Cham-
pion two-year-old and Group 
One-winner Elusive City (USA) 
(Elusive Quality).  

“We had a very good feeling 
about the Elusive City’s lead-
ing into the sale because we 
had received numerous posi-
tive comments about his 
progeny off the back of some 
on-farm parades,” said Mark. 

Elusive City Yearlings Well Received 
“Also, we sold his first year-
ling at the Magic Millions in 
Australia to Mark Pilkington  
for A$170,000 so that colt 
helped to create an impres-
sion with some of the Austra-
lian buyers and built some 
talk and momentum leading 
into Karaka,” he said. 
Fifteen yearlings by Elusive 
City were sold in the Premier 
Sale for an average of just 
under $93,000 with a top 

price of $170,000 and two 
colts selling from $150,000. 

The Select Sale also saw 15 
Elusive City’s sell with a top 
price of $150,000 and an av-
erage of just over $52,000. 

“It isn’t very often that you 
see a first season sire sell 
more than one yearling for 
over six figures in the Select 
Sale,” said Mark, referring to 
the $150,000 paid for a colt 
out of French Flute and the 
$110,000 for the Locomotee 
colt sold from the Haunui 
draft.  “It’s a great result for 
breeders considering his first 
season service fee was 
$15,000,” said Mark, “and if 
they come out and perform as 
we hope they will, it augers 
well for those who have sup-
ported him for the last two 
seasons,” he said.    

Elusive City yearlings were 
purchased by some of the 
world’s leading bloodstock 
agents such as Angus Gold 
and Grant Pritchard-Gordon 
whilst some of Australasia’s 
leading agents and trainers 
also signed for his progeny 
including Mark Pilkington, 
Kieran Moore, Gerald Ryan, 
Paul Moroney, Roger James 
and Bart Cummings. The Elusive City colt out of Locomotee 

Haunui’s resident stallion, 
Don Eduardo is not to be for-
gotten when it comes to sales 
results.  The second crop of 
Don Eduardo were presented 
at Karaka 2007 and after 
some pleasing reports from 
breakers and trainers in rela-
tion to his two-year-olds, his 
progeny were well sought 
after in the sales ring. 

The Premier Sale saw two six 
figure fillies for “The Don” - a 
filly out of It’s Spring Again 
fetched $190,000 to the bid 
of Paul Beamish.  Acting on 
behalf of John Street, the 
filly will join the stable of  

Lisa Latta—trainer of Group 
One-winner Mikki Street who 
was sourced from Haunui as a 
yearling. 

“She was an awesome filly,” 
said Paul Beamish.  “Going 
into the sale I never thought 
that I would be paying 
$190,00 for a Don Eduardo 
filly but she was just a stand 
out,” he said. 

The second filly to surpass six 
figures was sold from the 
Haunui draft.  Out of the 
Danehill mare Precious Glit-
ter, she was knocked down 
for $105,000 to the bid of 
John Shannon. 

Only four yearlings were of-
fered at the Premier Sale by 
Don Eduardo however, the 
quality was evident with an 
average of $98,750. 

The select sale saw seven of 
his progeny sold through the 
ring with a top price of 
$72,500 and an average of 
$52,000. 

“There has been a lot of posi-
tive talk about Don Eduardo’s 
two-year-olds and it is pleas-
ing to see good judges pur-
chasing his progeny in his 
second year,” says Mark.
